OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEOARD

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 10TH NOVEMBER 2009

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the October meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. Matters arising-the Police have responded to our letter and invited us to attend a meeting at Histon Police station on 1st December at 6pm, several Councillors to attend. The District Council have acknowledged receipt of the signed S106 indemnity agreement and inform us that the contribution will be paid over shortly. An article concerning the inappropriate disposal of nappies and dog waste has been put into Over News. Mrs Hardinge reported that our PCSO will be attending our December meeting.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Johnstone reported that Stagecoach and Whippet coaches have registered services for the guided busway and these should commence from 29th November. An initiative titled “Making Cambridgeshire Count” is now underway and this will address how to obtain the most efficient delivery of public services.

Highway matters-Matt Pickering from County Highways in attendance:

Various matters were discussed. Cllr Johnstone queried whether the Council would consider joining forces with the Police to draw up some cards to be put on the windscreens of vehicles which are parked on the footpath. It was agreed this be raised with the Police at the forthcoming meeting.

Planning:

S/1431/09/LB-Alterations-partial dismantling, rebuilding and refurbishment of outbuilding at 13 High Street for Mr G Hemington. Mr Henshaw proposed “approval”, seconded by Mr Lewis, 9 for, 2 abstentions.
S/1347/09/F-Garage at 12 High Piece Crescent for Mr & Mrs G Nice. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation”, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 9 for, 2 abstentions, including Mrs Bidwell who had signed the declaration of interest book.
S/1447/09/F-Extension at 20 Long Furlong for Mr J Haworth. Mr Dollard proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mr Henshaw, unan.

S/1506/09/F-Erection of wall and gates (retrospective) at 54 High Street for Mr & Mrs R Robinson. Mr Lewis proposed “approval” seconded by Mr Sutton, 2 for, 9 against. Mrs Wayman proposed “refusal” on the grounds that the proposal would be intrusive and out of character with the existing streetscene and conservation area. Seconded by Mrs Hardinge, 8 for, 2 against, Mrs Hyde abstained having signed the declaration of interest book.

S/1050/09/F-Amendment, for information only, to application for extensions and alterations to house, conversion of outbuilding and front wall/gates at 15 High Street for Camstead Homes.

The District Council have granted permission for extensions and garages at 2 Willingham Road for Mr S Dunn, demolition of dwelling and erection of two dwellings at 2 Mustill’s Lane for LAN Developments, extension to 38 Chapmans Way for Mr & Mrs Oldham and extensions and alterations to house at 15 High Street for Camstead Homes. 

Notification of appeal decision re 6 Meadow Lane, the Inspector has dismissed this appeal.

Donation to RBL Poppy Wreath Appeal:

The donation last year was £50 including the cost of the Poppy Wreath. Mrs Wayman proposed we maintain this donation again this year, seconded by Mr Dollard. Unan. Cheque duly raised.

Pavilion and Green including Surveyor’s report re hedge and boundaries, replacement of picnic benches and proposed work to boundary hedge:

We have received a copy of the Surveyor’s report and this had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting. Following the advice contained in this report Mrs Wayman proposed we write to those residents which the Surveyor has listed as encroaching over their boundary informing them of this and asking if they will move their fences back, for those residents who do not have a fence we should inform them of where their boundary lies in case they wish to put up a fence or plant a hedge in the future, seconded by Mrs Hyde. 10 for, 1 abstention. 

Fencing of the cricket square-No form of fencing is actually permitted to be erected on the Green and this fencing needs to be removed. We will inform Mr Bridgman and ask if he can remove this for us.

Picnic benches-Mrs Hyde had obtained a quote of £700 from Cambridge Joinery for the provision of new hardwood benches, Mr Henshaw proposed some quotes for tanallised softwood benches be sought, seconded by Mr Lewis, 10 for, 1 against.

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Guided bus commemorative wall-Mr Dollard reported that the old bricks from the bridge will be used to construct seating benches near to the point of the bridge, a plaque will be put up explaining the significance of the bricks and the school has been contacted regarding the wording for the brick wall.

OCA-The Committee has concerns about the behaviour of those young people attending the youth club, we will be raising this at our forthcoming meeting with the Police.

Tree wardens-Mrs Hardinge had attended a recent meeting of tree wardens. A more active tree warden scheme is planned to be launched this coming spring.

Website-We have received some correspondence via the website and these have been addressed.

Over Day Centre-Are raising the profile of their fundraising, a quiz is being held this Friday and they are also raising funds with sales of a photographic book on the history of Swavesey and hope to soon have one relating to Over.

There were no matters to report from the representatives on any other bodies.  

Pear tree area-Chapmans Way:

The Liquidators of the Company who own the strip of land is happy to sell this to us for a sum of £500 plus VAT, and £100 costs. Mrs Hyde proposed we proceed with this land purchase, seconded by Mr Dixon, 9 for, 2 against. The Land Transfer form TP1 was duly signed and a cheque raised.

Parish plan including additional recreation land:

Mr Henshaw reported that he had received some information regarding costs of Compulsory Purchase Orders and these were outlined to the Councillors. It was suggested that Councillors consider how they wish to proceed so this can be discussed at the December meeting.

Other Correspondence:

County Council-Remind us that the response deadline for the Regional Strategy is 24th November. The P3 department are planning to carry out some works to Bridleway 29 and they also advise us that new kissing gates will be installed where Furtherway meets footpath 14.

HCV survey-Edward Lachlan has reviewed this and believes Over does not satisfy the conditions for an HCV control order to be implemented. We have also received information from CPALC regarding the route map for HCVs.

Youth Group-Representatives have asked to meet with us to discuss various anti-social issues. This will be discussed at the forthcoming meeting with the Police and we will decide how best to proceed after then.

Local Development Framework-Now received, six week consultation period ends on 4th December.

We have received an anonymous letter from a resident who is concerned about the development to the rear of High Street, this will be made an agenda item for December.
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
