Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the October meeting of 22nd October, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Manning reported that the transfer of housing stock is going ahead but will take several months to finalise. The medium term financial plan for the District Council is also being drawn up.

Planning:

S/1720/08/F-Two storey side extension at 29 The Lanes for Mrs Sillence. Mr Sutton recommended approval, seconded by Mrs Davis, 3 for 5 against. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mrs Hyde. 8 for, 1 abstention.

S/1740/08/F-Retention of front porch over and new level access to existing shop at Highgate Farm for B Papworth. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mrs Hyde. Unan.

S/1789/08/F-Extensions and two garages at 2 Willingham Road for Mr S Dunn. Mrs Hyde proposed refusal on the same grounds as last time ie impact on Conservation area, also increase in run off water from size of proposed extension and hard-scaping in an already problematic area. Seconded by Mr Dollard. 8 for, 1 abstention. In addition no Conservation area planning consultation has been received. 

S/1798/08/F-Two storey rear extension at 47 The Lanes for Mrs R Mather. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mrs Hyde. 8 for, 1 abstention.

S/1879/08/F-Extensions at 4 Hemington Close for Mr & Mrs Oswell. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mrs Hardinge. Unan.

Request for grant from Over Day Centre:

Mrs Wayman proposed we offer the Day Centre a grant of £1,200, seconded by Mr Dollard, unan. 

The Pavilion, play equipment and Green hedge:

Green-We have now received the formal offer of grant funding in respect of the drainage scheme from the Football Association. Mrs Hyde proposed this be accepted, seconded by Mr Dollard. Unan. 

Sports liaison group-floodlight feasibility study:

Several Councillors had attended a meeting on site to look at the proposals for this scheme. Mr Dixon expressed concerns that some residents may be adversely affected, Mr Dollard  confirmed that a public consultation would take place. Mrs Hyde proposed the Parish Council support this scheme and its recommendations, seconded by Mrs Davis. Unan.

Co-option of Councillor:

We have received a letter from Jonathon Kimber expressing an interest in the Councillor vacancy. Mrs Wayman proposed we thank Mr Kimber and invite him to join the Council, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 8 for, 1 abstention.

Reports from Parish Councillors on other bodies:

Hanson-According to Brian Chapman the ownership of the lake they were offering to the Parish will ultimately pass to the RSPB.

Parish Plan including acquisition of additional recreation land:

Mr Sutton, Mrs Bidwell and Mrs Davis signed the declaration of interest book. We have received a letter from Mrs Rolphe’s Solicitor regarding the meeting held some time ago concerning the potential acquisition of additional recreation land.
