	GREEN INCLUDING DRAINAGE, ENCROACHMENT, CHARITY AND REPORT FROM GROUNDSMAN

Drainage-Verti-draining has now been completed.
Encroachment-we have received another letter from the solicitor requesting confirmation of the land we wish to register, the map was viewed and the area was highlighted, it was agreed we exclude the apron to the front of 3-5 Long Furlong at present. The solicitor has informed us that his fees so far are £600. Mrs Hyde proposed we send back the map with the appropriate area highlighted and set an upper limit on the fees of £1000, if the fees look set to exceed this amount we will need to review again. Seconded by Mr Twiss, unan.
Charity-We have received a response from the Charity Commission relating to the operation of charity. They confirm we can charge for the use of the Green and this amount, which is likely to be negligible, can be used to offset the maintenance costs of the Green and can be banked in to the Parish Council bank account although it does need to be shown separately on the Parish Council year end accounts. We will therefore review the charging structure for the Green and Pavilion at the January meeting.

	S/1824/11-demolition of curtilage listed outbuildings-land rear of 2 West Street

Mrs Hyde had been contacted on 4th December by the case officer in relation to the above application. She had been informed that the determination date for this application was 15th December and that the District Council needed a response on the amended application by then. Mrs Hyde was asked for an informal response which, as determined by the regulations governing Parish Councils, she was unable to give and she informed the case officer accordingly. In any case the Parish Council needed details of the amendment in order to form an opinion and recommendation. Mrs Hyde informed the case officer that our next meeting was scheduled for 13th December and the case officer assured Mrs Hyde that the plans would be sent to us before that date. The plans have still not arrived. Concern was expressed over the handling of this application and we will put these in writing to the District Council. Concern was also expressed that if the plans arrived after the meeting we would not be able to consider them before the 14day deadline. It was agreed that if they did we would simply have to state our continuing objection until we have had time to consider the amendments.

	OVER TO SWAVESEY CYCLEWAY-PROPOSED LIGHTING SCHEME.

	
	Swavesey Parish Council have agreed to contribute to 1/3 of the cost of this scheme as have the County Council. Mrs Hyde proposed we accept the quotation for the installation of 52 studs (along both sides of the cycleway/footpath)for the total cost of £3,864 including associated traffic management and subject to a final on-site survey to confirm the quotation. Over Parish Council to pay for one third of the total cost, which at present works out at £1,288, seconded by Mrs Wayman, 10 for, 1 abstention.
