OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 13TH JANUARY 2009

Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office:

Duly completed.

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the December meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Burling reported that the planning meeting due to be held the following day would be addressing the application regarding the container sited at 6 Meadow Lane and that representatives from the Parish Council were welcome to attend. If this is not possible he will represent our opinion.

Setting of 2009/10 Precept:

A budget discussion document had been circulated to all Councillors prior to the meeting, this was reviewed and it was felt some provision for new Christmas lights for the Green should be included, a sum will be included and this will be researched. The budget projections for the coming year resulted in a requirement for a precept of £22,000 and no major projects for the coming year were foreseen. It was also felt that in the light of the current economic climate it would be prudent to reduce the precept to this level. Mrs Wayman proposed we request a precept of £22,000, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

Visiting speaker from Cambridgeshire ACRE regarding affordable housing:

Not in attendance.

Planning:

S/2083/08/F-Extension at 34 Cox’s End for Mr & Mrs Rice. Mr Dollard signed the declaration of interest book. Nrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 5 for, 3 against(wishing to approve the application but no proposal for this was tabled), 1 abstention.  

Certificate of Lawfulness for proposed loft conversion at 28 Gifford’s Way for Mr Parker. Mrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 8 for, 1 abstention.

The District Council inform us they have granted planning permission for the extension to 4 Hemington Close for Mr & Mrs Oswell.

Land at Chapmans Way-We have received a cheque from Mr Morris for £2,310.74. Having consulted with the District Council they inform us that, following the adoption of the 2007LDF, they have a new policy for small developments-where there can be no provision on site for public open space, there is a formula to calculate the appropriate contribution to POS which can be spent, on enhancing recreational facilities in the village, as the Parish Council sees fit. This sum is in accordance with the formula and the District Council ask us to inform them that the sum has been accepted. It was agreed this sum be accepted without prejudice. 

The Pavilion, play equipment and Green hedge:

We have received another letter from one of the residents re this matter. It was agreed we should respond to this letter citing the legal case which ruled in favour of the Parish Council’s ownership of the hedge. A letter will be drafted and passed to all Councillors for comment, amended as necessary and then sent out. A request for a quote for the various options for the cutting of the Green hedge has been invited and we await this. 

It is anticipated that the drainage project should commence sometime in March but this is yet to be confirmed.

Risk Assessments:

Some have been completed and the others will be carried out before the next meeting.

Reports from Parish Councillors on other bodies:

NWIEMA-Report that a large amount of the bark chippings stored for use on the guided busway have been stolen, the Police are now patrolling the area.

Floodlights-The letter from the District Council regarding the hedge has not yet been received.

Parish Plan including acquisition of additional recreation land:

We have received another letter from Andrew Campbell Associates. Unfortunately Cllr Manning was not in attendance to report on the proposed meeting with the District Council officers. We will respond to the land agents and inform them we are currently investigating our position and will respond further in due course.

Other Correspondence:

County Council-ask for any information we hold in our parish plan in relation to the guided busway.

County Council-Traffic management area joint committee meeting 19th Jan.

Joint Action group-Notification of their next meeting on 22nd Jan and ask if we would like to attend and/or join their group.
