	Matters arising from the previous meeting-for information

Trees-Mrs Wayman has ordered some catalogues for us to select tree types to be planted in Glover Street and on the Green.

Fair-Mrs Wayman had been in contact with Mr Thurston from the fair who had informed her that they had not intended to visit Over this year but hoped to do so in future years and will contact us  to arrange this nearer the time.

Mrs Hyde entered the meeting at this point and Mrs Bridgman handed over to her.

Bridleway-Responses from CCC and Hanson re proposed new bridleways, these were read and Mr Burling reported that he had attended the recent Hanson Liaison meeting at which this matter had been discussed. The bridge is currently 2metres wide and the suggestion from the meeting was that some form of chicane be used or access be stepped in order to prohibit vehicular access.

	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Several members of the public were present and they were invited to address the meeting. Mr & Mrs Mead, who had a planning application for consideration took the floor first. Mrs Mead addressed Councillors as to the revised plans which reduce the length of the arrays, screening was discussed and Mr Twiss also expressed concern that the site may evolve into a solar farm, Mrs Mead assured him this would not be the case and Mrs Hyde noted that we can only comment on the planning application which is put before us.

Mr Proctor then addressed the meeting, he was acting as agent in respect of two planning applications and he gave a brief summary of the proposal in respect of the application for a dwelling to the rear of 2 West Street. He then went on to outline the reasons behind the application for removal of agricultural occupancy at Riverview Farm.

	GREEN INCLUDING DRAINAGE, ENCROACHMENT AND REPORT FROM GROUNDSMAN

This matter was actually addressed following “Planning”. Following the recent site meeting held on the Green to look at the trenches and identify what work would be needed to address the “sinkage” Mr Bridgman had obtained quotes a) to obtain the materials to carry out the work, with the help of volunteers and b) to have the work carried out be contractors. It was agreed that it was unlikely that enough volunteers would be forthcoming to assist with this work and it would be too big a job for Mr Bridgman to undertake alone and the best option would be to have the work carried out. Only one contractor had quoted for this-Cambridge Drainage who had quoted £1,800 in total, it was noted however that the cost of the materials from Cambridge Drainage was much cheaper than the other two suppliers who had quoted for this. Mrs Hyde proposed that we ask Cambridge Drainage to go ahead with this work and ask them to liaise with Mr Bridgman as to a timeframe. Seconded by Mr Twiss, Unan.

	COMMUNICATIONS AND WEBSITE-FURTHER UPDATE ON PROGRESS

Details of phones and internet dongles had been obtained and this was discussed in some detail. It was felt however that it may be better to purchase a pay as you go mobile and top up when necessary. The Clerk has internet access at home and it was thought that it would be more practical to tap into this and contribute a set amount per month to this cost instead of purchasing a dongle for the laptop. Mr Burling proposed a contribution of £10 per month be made to the Clerk, seconded by Mr Monks, it was agreed the Clerk circulate information relating to the monthly household costs in relation to the internet. We also need to purchase a medium for the storage of back up information.

Mr Twiss reported that at the training evening held by the District Council, the matter of websites had been discussed and it transpires that the District Council has a service, at a cost of £100 per annum, which hosts Parish Council websites, contact details and links etc can be entered here. Mr Twiss suggested we take advantage of this service, keeping the current website on the village page but develop this new site in parallel, the grant to the village website would not be withdrawn. It was agreed Councillors look at this site and discuss further at the next meeting.

This matter was discussed in depth and it was agreed we should write back to the Fishing Club and ask them to highlight what the benefits of their proposal would be to the Parish, we will then discuss further at the next meeting.

	PLAY EQUIPMENT INCLUDING SAFETY SURFACING

Mr Twiss noted that the RoSPA report had not been circulated to all Councillors, Mrs Hyde and Mrs Wayman, who undertake the Parish Council’s Risk Assessment inspection at the Green, look at the report and highlight RoSPA’s recommendations, these are then brought to the attention of the whole Council along with details as to what work needs carrying out. In addition to our annual Risk Assessment and RoSPA inspection, Mr Bridgman inspects the Green, including the play area on a daily basis.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES INCLUDING REPRESENTATIVES ON OVER TOWN LANDS CHARITY

Northstowe-Mr Twiss reported that this development will be going ahead and will commence with the northern end being developed first. There are various open meetings which it was agreed Councillors should try to attend. It is anticipated that the planning application will be submitted in  2012, the density per hectare has however been reduced to 37.5 houses per hectare and it is envisaged that the development will consist of two storey dwellings with 2,3,4 and 5 bedrooms.

Over Town Lands-Mr Sutton reported that there is a waiting list for allotments. Mrs White’s term of office is due to expire in October 2011 and it was agreed we should write to thank her for this service as a Parish Council representative. Mrs Wayman expressed an interest in taking on this role.

Over Day Centre-Mrs Bidwell reported that there are now spaces available.
