There are various minor repairs needed to the play equipment on the Green and these can be attended to by Mr Bridgman and Mr Adams. The log bridge has been removed as it was rotten. There are various repairs needed to the play equipment at the Recreation Ground and the Skate Park and Mrs Hyde has sought quotes for these, unfortunately only one contractor invited to tender has responded-their quote is:

Repair to Haags multiplay system £480 plus VAT

Repair to Wicksteed commando bridge £14.50 plus VAT

Repair to gate at play area £20 plus VAT

Repair to Spine Jump at Skatepark £163 plus VAT

In view of the fact that other quotes had been sought but none were forthcoming Mr Twiss proposed this quote be accepted, seconded by Mr Corney, unan.

It was noted that the damage to the Haags system was due to vandalism and we will ask the Community Centre manager if there is CCTV footage of this area we can review with a view to identifying those responsible.
