OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD 

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15TH DECEMBER 2009

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the November meeting, having been circulated, and following a minor amendment, were agreed a true record and signed. Matters arising-We have now received the public open space contribution and this has been transferred to a separate account with Lloyds. The electricity tariff for the Pavilion has been changed to a cheaper rate and to save additional money a direct debit has been set up. The pear tree strip of land has now been acquired.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Johnstone reported that Matt Pickering has now changed roles and it is likely that his post will not be filled but absorbed into another role. The grant settlement has been announced and this will be 2.2%. The Secretary of State has announced that any councils increasing their Council Tax above 3% will be capped. Budget options are being drawn up for next year and the Council is planning on a 30% cut in funding over the next five years. There was no news on how soon the guided bus will be operational. The Chairman thanked Cllr Johnstone who then left the meeting.

PCSO and report of meeting at Histon Police station on 1st December:

At this point PCSO Diana Neill and a colleague entered the hall. A brief summary of the meeting held at Histon Police station with Sgt Rodgerson was given. This had been attended by Mr Sutton, Mrs Bridgman, Mrs Hardinge, and Mrs Wayman. PCSO Diana Neill will be leaving next year but was hoping to raise the profile of policing within the village and encourage more parishioners to attend the neighbourhood panel meetings and also to report any problems to the police. There was some confusion about the license for the Green and this will be looked at and reviewed if necessary. The Chairman thanked the PCSOs who then left the meeting.

Planning:

S/1582/09/F-Proposed building at Highgate Farm for B Papworth. Mrs Hyde proposed refusal on the grounds that the construction of the building frontage did not appear to be consistent with the proposed use as a hay and straw storage area. Seconded by Mrs Hardinge, 10 for, 1 against. 

C/11/40/076-TPO works at 4 Church End. Mr Henshaw proposed no comment, seconded by Mr Sutton, unan.

Permission for alterations to outbuildings at 13 High Street has been granted by the District Council.

S/1787/09/F-Extension at 4 Meadow Lane for Mr & Mrs Jenkinson. Mr Henshaw proposed approval, seconded by Mr Lewis, 9 for, 2 abstentions.

S/1699/09/F-Change of use from agricultural building to B1, B2 and B8, on land to the north of the piggery, Haden Way, for Flack & Chapman. Mrs Hyde proposed refusal on the grounds that this would constitute industrialisation of a rural area and would introduce industrial traffic into a residential area, and would mean additional traffic at the already hazardous junction with Willingham Road. Seconded by Mrs Wayman, 7 for, 2 against, 2 abstentions.

S/1815/09/F-Extension at 39 The Lanes and S/1816/09/F-Garage at 39 The Lanes, both for Mr L Jenkins. Mr Henshaw proposed no recommendation in relation to the extension, seconded by Mr Sutton, unan. Mr Henshaw proposed refusal in relation to the garage as this would have a detrimental effect on the existing streetscene and would be out of character with the surrounding dwellings. Seconded by Mrs Hyde, 8 for, 3 against.

Notification that the application for existing lawful use of buildings for industry and related storage at 38 Mill Road has now been withdrawn. The District Council have approved the application for an extension at 20 Long Furling and have refused permission for a garage at 12 High Piece Crescent.

P3 Application:

Mr Henshaw proposed the Clerk and Chair complete this grant application, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

Pavilion and Green including review of pitch fees and contracts for use of the Green:

We have received a letter concerning an injury to a football player during the village cars FC game on 15th November. It was noted that the pitch had been passed safe to play by the referee prior to the match. As part of the regular assessment following the drainage, the Football Association had inspected the area and had commented that it was safer than it had been prior to the drainage installation. We will write to the football club to thank them for drawing our attention to this incident and assure them that the Green is monitored as part of our on-going risk assessments.

Mr Bridgman is now able to cut right up to the hedge boundary of the Green and is trimming hedges and shrubs in the various open space areas around the village. The Christmas lights have now been put up but at least four bulbs have already gone missing, we will monitor this.

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Over Town Lands-Various monetary gifts have been distributed.

OCA-Nothing to report although the litter pickers are asking if additional bins can be installed at the recreation ground, this will be referred to the Committee. Mr Kimber will also contact the local dog warden to see if any more dog litter bins can be erected.

Sports liaison-Mr Dollard reported that the grants which had been applied for regarding the floodlight scheme are now unavailable as they were time limited and the District Council have not determined on the planning application.

Over Day Centre-Due to cuts in funding more emphasise is being put onto the fundraising programme.

NWIEMA-The management committee are looking to install electric gates a the entrance to the estate. 

Camstead Homes development:

We have received an anonymous letter regarding the wildlife areas from resident. Mrs Wayman has contacted the District Council tree officer and also the wildlife officer, she has been assured that the two areas adjacent to the Cramp footpath will be maintained by the housing association. Mr Dollard proposed that in future we do not debate on any anonymous letters, seconded by Mr Lewis. 6 for, 5 abstentions.

Update on legal issues including the Green boundary and Pear tree area-Chapman’s Way:

Pear tree land now acquired. 

Parish plan including additional recreation land and Compulsory Purchase consideration:

Mr Sutton and Mrs Bidwell signed the declaration of interest book. A brief discussion relating to the possible consideration for the area of land abutting the recreation ground adjacent to the Doles Green Lane took place. 

Other Correspondence:

Letter from Jane Lovett re public open forums at Parish Council meetings. The Clerk has once again contacted CPALC and they have now provided this information. 
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
