OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD 

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16TH FEBRUARY 2010

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the January planning meeting, having been circulated, following a typographical amendment, were agreed a true record and signed. Matters arising-P3 application now submitted.

Public Participation:

Mr Papworth was invited to make a representation on his planning application and as the District Council have asked us to re-consider the application for a hay and straw barn at Highgate Farm this was discussed. Mr Lewis proposed we withdraw our objections to this application, seconded by Mr Dixon, 3 for, 2 against and 3 abstentions.

We have received another letter from Jane Lovett regarding “public open forums”. It was agreed we should copy her letter to CPALC for written clarification. We will inform her accordingly in the meantime.

Mr Dollard read out the notice which had been publicised in the Over News at the time we adopted the new Model Code of Conduct 2007 which enables the public to attend meetings to address items on the agenda but it also states that Councillors or public who make a representation at the meeting must leave the meeting when the vote is taken on the matter under discussion, this too will be clarified with CPALC.

Mr Dixon left the meeting at this point.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Manning reported that the District propose a 3% increase in Council Tax this year, he also reported that there will be no redundancies for the Warden Scheme now. Central Government were proposing to take £12m back from the Council by way of the “Equalisation” policy but have in fact only taken £11.373m so the Council has been able to use this to fund services. This equalisation policy is however going to be replaced with an allocation of debt instead and, at present, it is proposed that some £164m of debt be allocated to the Council to be repaid over a set period of time, however details such as interest rates have not been decided as yet.

Cllr Johnstone, when she had sent her apologies, had reported that the County propose an increase of 3% in Council tax.  

Planning:

The S/0114/10/F-Change of use to private members club including dance floor, bar and rooms for sexual activities at 16A Norman Way for Mr Hubbs. Mr Dollard proposed that we recommend refusal on the grounds that our concerns raised at the time of the original application are still relevant ie inappropriate use of an industrial estate, traffic and noise concerns and public safety concerns. Seconded by Mrs Wayman, 5 for, 2 against. 

S/1919/09/F-Dwelling on land to south of 38 Mill Road for Mr I Corney, amendment to include omission of TV room, correction of inaccuracies between floor plans and elevations and revised village framework line. Mr Sutton signed the declaration of interest book and left the meeting prior to the voting. Mrs Wayman proposed refusal as this amendment does not address our previous objections. It was also noted that the adjacent conifer hedge is actually 3m high not 5 as stated on the plans and the village framework lines still appear to be inaccurate on the drawings. Seconded by Mrs Bidwell. 5 for, 1 against. Mr Sutton was invited back into the meeting.

The District Council have granted permission for extensions at 39 The Lanes and extension at 47 Station Road but have refused permission for an extension at 4 Meadow Lane.

Letter re landscaping at Camstead Homes development. A letter had been drafted and after discussion it was agreed this be sent to the District Council following some amendments and the inclusion of our concerns over the materials now being used for the roadways. Mrs Hardinge will contact the Police regarding the state of the High Street.

Cambridgeshire and Peterborough minerals and waste draft supplementary planning documents-Consultation 15th February to 29th March 2010. This will be discussed at the March meeting. 

Following a telephone call, Mr Dollard asked if the item regarding Pitch fees could be taken at this point as he needed to leave the meeting, this was agreed.

Review of pitch fees and contracts for use of the Green:

A re drafted users agreement including a revised facility fee scale was circulated to Councillors and Mrs Wayman proposed this be copied to relevant user groups, seconded by Mrs Hardinge, unan. Mrs Wayman thanked Mr Dollard for drawing this up and Mr Dollard then left the meeting. Cllr Manning also left the meeting.

Risk Assessments:

Reports from Councillors who have completed these. Mr Sutton reports that one of the willows at Overcote is in need of tree surgery, he will approach Atlas for a quote and this will be discussed again at our March meeting. He also noted there is a lot of rubbish at Overcote and the Gravels and it was agreed we approach the probation service to see if they can clear these areas. There have been reports of 4*4 vehicles being driven around the Gravels, causing a danger to walkers and horse riders and we will ensure the Police are aware of this, Mrs Wayman will draft an article concerning this for the Over News. We also need to review the state of the ditch at the Gravels and this will be included for discussion at a future meeting.

The streetlight between Meadow Lane and High Street is out, have contacted CCC who say it is not one on their schedule, it is not on our list but SCDC are not responsible for it either, it is assumed it was one which should have been taken over by OPC but has not been identified, the Clerk has asked for a quote to repair but as yet this has not been received. Mr Sutton proposed that if this quote is less than the Common sense expenditure limit this be repaired, seconded by Mrs Hardinge, 5 for, 1 against.

Green and Pavilion including signage and licence:

We have received a letter from the Village Cars FC in response to our letter regarding their concerns over the incident at their match on 15th November. They thank Mr Bridgman for keeping them up to date on this matter and for our action in getting the ruts repaired.

Request for use of the Green-The Carnival Committee have asked permission to use the Green from 16th-18th July 2010 for the Carnival. Mrs Bidwell proposed this be granted, seconded by Mr Sutton, unan.

Signage and licence will be carried forward.

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Over Day Centre have a full programme of fundraising events.

Parish Plan-Including additional Recreation land and land at Chapman’s Way:

Our offer of £50,000 for the purchase of this land has been rejected by the Ginn Trustees.

We have now received the land registration forms relating to the land at Chapman’s Way and this was placed into the safe.

Over Action Plan-Information received from Bill Wilson-he notes that we are still awaiting determination on the application in relation to the floodlights.

Other Correspondence:

We have received a letter from the Swavesey neighbourhood watch co-ordinator asking if we would consider raising a village wide neighbourhood watch scheme in Over as they are receiving enquiries and crime in action calls fro Over residents.
