OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 17TH DECEMBER 2008

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the November meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Manning reported that the medium term financial plan has been drawn up and a 4.9% increase in council tax has been recommended. The council housing transfer is going ahead and the awarded watercourses work is to go out to tender soon. Mr Dollard asked Cllr Manning about provision for housing for younger villagers, it was thought this was a question for a future meeting and perhaps could be addressed next month when the representative from ACRE is coming to talk about affordable housing. 

Planning:

S/1453/08/F-Erection of 12 Industrial units at Norman Way, for Null Lonsdale Services-details of landscaping and parking also revised site layout and landscaping. Mr Lewis proposed approval, seconded by Mr Henshaw, 7 for, 1 abstention.

S/1893/08/F-Replacement of flat roof to pitch at Dockerill Farm for Mr B Dempsey. Mrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

For information only: S/1568/08/F-siting of container at 6 Meadow Lane for Mr & Mrs Chapman. It was agreed we write to express our objections to the siting of this contatiner.

The District Council notify us that they have granted permission for retention of front porch and new access to shop at Highgate Farm for Mr Papworth, a two storey rear extension at 29 The Lanes for Mrs Sillence and two storey rear extension to 47 The Lanes for Mrs Mather. They also notify us that the application for extensions and two garages at 2 Willingham Road has now been withdrawn.

The Pavilion, play equipment and Green hedge:

The new furniture for the Pavilion has now all arrived. The new water heater has been ordered and should be here soon. Dog fouling continues to be an issue especially in the area around the school. There had also been a party in the High Street on 6th December which had culminated in a lot of litter and broken glass both on the High Street and also on the pitch areas on the Green. Mr Bridgman had spent some time trying to clear this up and we await his bill for this additional work. The drainage scheme is progressing and the timing for when this work should be carried out is being investigated. 

The Green Hedge-A meeting with residents had been held and although most residents were happy with our proposals a minority were not. At present we are also looking into how much extra it would cost to maintain the hedge at its present height.

Vandalism to bus shelters and benches plus parking on Parish Land in Unwins Lane:

The District Council will come and clean off the graffiti but have suggested we have the bus shelter painted in a paint which will clean more easily than the current brick, this will be dark green. Mr Dollard proposed we ask them to do this, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan. Two of the benches have had slats removed, Mrs Wayman has one of these and we will ask Mr Bridgman to retrieve this and ask Mr Adams to replace the slats. There are several vehicles parked on the Parish land at the end of Unwins Lane and some damage to this area has been caused as a result of this, it appears to be the residents of one of the houses in Hilton Street, we will write to ask them to stop parking here, letters will also be put on the windscreens of the vehicles parked here.

P3 Grant application form:

It was agreed the Clerk and Chairman complete this application.

Freedom of Information Act-new model publication for adoption:

Details circulated to Councillors along with agendas. Mr Henshaw proposed we adopt this, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

Reports from Parish Councillors on other bodies:

OCA-The fireworks night made a loss.

Floodlight group-The public consultation meeting had been held to which all affected residents had been personally informed. No objections have been received as yet and the vote at the meeting was 75% for the scheme, 25% abstention. The project will therefore go ahead. A meeting with the District Housing officer, Gail Cook, had taken place and she had no objections to the scheme, it was agreed the District Council will continue to maintain the hedge to the current height to keep light pollution and noise pollution to a minimum. The next step is planning permission and then grant applications. It was agreed that if necessary a letter of support for the planning application be drafted and signed between meetings.

Over Town Lands-Have given around £6,000 as charitable gifts this year, slightly less than previous years which is due to the additional expenditure on the house, hopefully the charity gifts next year will be more.

Over Day Centre-Mrs Bidwell had asked if other Parish Councils granted funds to the Centre and had been informed that Swavesey, Willingham and Longstanton do so. 

Parish Plan including acquisition of additional recreation land:

On investigation with the District Council, Mrs Wayman had ascertained that the Parish Council are not able to make any land swap deals with the landowners. Cllr Manning had offered to set up a meeting with the District Council officers to look at the planning issues and Compulsory purchase options, it was agreed this be arranged and Cllr Manning will do this. Mrs Wayman urged as many Councillors as possible attend this meeting.

Other Correspondence:

NHS-The application for a pharmacy in Over has been refused but an appeal may now be lodged.

Over Day Centre-Thank us for the grant of £1,200.

Scrutiny meeting-The District Council ask if we have anything we would like added to their March meeting. This would include any local issues of concern

Requests for agenda items for the January meeting:
