OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICE BOARD 

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 17TH JUNE 2009

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the May meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. Matters arising: Mrs Wayman has responded to the relative of Frank Cook regarding the planting of a commemorative tree. The Yesteryear Road Run organisers have been in contact with Mrs Hyde and they have re-iterated that they fully understood our decision not to allow access to the Green this year, they would like to meet with us and OCA to talk about next year. It was noted that the vehicular traffic for the Swavesey steam rally is to be directed through Over, and as the safety advisory group has no concerns we are unable to influence the situation. The grant application for the floodlights has now been completed and submitted.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Burling has forwarded a document regarding travellers’ settlements and information on the “Ride the recession” initiative. Cllr Johnstone has reported that work on the “kiss and ride” area at Swavesey has now started and is anticipated to take around six weeks to complete. The anticipated date for the opening of the busway is still late summer. She has also met with Matt Pickering from the County Council about Overcote, he is looking at various options but it appears that the worst piece of the road is not public highway, he has suggested that the tarmac be removed and planings be put down at the start of each season, they will get washed away when the area floods, but would at least keep the surface of this section of road level, he will address the area of subsidence outside Chain House as soon as possible. A complaint has also been received from the Environment Agency about Long Drove. She has also reminded him of the overhanging branches etc. 

Planning:

S/0708/09/F-Extension at 16 Giffords Way for Mrs Buck. Mrs Hyde proposed “no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Wayman 7 for 1 abstention. Mr Dollard stated he was abstaining as he felt it futile to comment on planning applications as it seems the District Council do not take our concerns into consideration when making their decisions. Mrs Bidwell said she understood his frustration but felt it was important to comment so we can be seen to be doing as much as we can for the parish. 

S/0718/09/F-Erection of bungalow following demolition of cottage at Hill Farm, Longstanton Road for Mr P Bailey. Mr Henshaw proposed refusal on the grounds that there is no agricultural necessity for this dwelling to be moved away from the main farm buildings, seconded by Mr Sutton, 7 for, 1 abstention. It was also noted that some of the businesses on the Industrial estate which is sited opposite the proposed location of the new bungalow do have permission to operate unsocial hours.


S/1767/08/CAC & S/1766/08/F-Relocation of front wall and gates at 58 High Street for Mr N Horne. Mrs Hyde signed the declaration of interest book. Mrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mr Henshaw, 7 for, Mrs Hyde abstaining. It was noted that some of the land that the applicant is proposing to enclose may belong to Highways, we will pass this onto the District Council.

S/0679/09/F-Extensions at 12 Websters Way for Mr McDermott and Ms Adams. Mrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Hyde, Unan.

S/0705/09/F-Extensions and alterations at 52 The Lanes for Mr & Mrs Sumpter. Mrs Hyde recommended refusal on the grounds that the proposal would constitute an over development of the site, it would also result in a significant increase in the footprint of the dwelling, be out of character with neighbouring dwellings and the removal of the garage and parking to the front of the dwelling would result in parking nearer the road which would be visually intrusive in such an open area as this. Seconded by Mrs Hardinge. Unan.

S/0514/09/F-Erection of 8 floodlights on land to south east of Over Community Centre. Mr Kimber, Mr Sutton, Mrs Hyde and Mrs Wayman signed the declaration of interest book and this left the meeting in-quorate and a vote could not be taken. It was noted however that the Parish Council do support this application and we will inform the District Council of this.

S/0671/09/F-Re-build garage in different position at 20 High Street for Mr M Flawn. Mr Henshaw proposed approval, seconded by Mr Sutton, 7 for, 1 abstention.

C/11/40/076-TPO work at 13 Church End. No comments.

Notification of District Council’s decisions to grant planning permission for extensions and garage at 25 Long Furlong, extension at 26 Chapmans Way and extension at 55 high Street. They have also refused permission for a first floor extension to 4 Meadow Lane. Notification of appeal against District Council enforcement, by D S Hobbs regarding land at 16a Norman Way. We have now received the original S106 agreement in relation to the new dwelling in Meadow Lane, the contribution in lieu of open space is to be allocated for the provision of off-site outdoor sports play space and informal open space infrastructure. It was agreed the Chair and Vice-chair be nominated to sign future agreements and we will seek clarification of “informal open space infastructure”. 

Pavilion and Green including play equipment inspection and progress on encroachment issues:

Pavilion-The PAT testing has now been completed and we have been given a quote for the matters needing attention, these are the fitting of 2x28watt 2D light fittings in the changing rooms and the re-wiring of the sockets to the RCD, all for the sum of £218.24 plus VAT. Mrs Hyde proposed we accept this, seconded by Mr Dollard, unan.

Green-Mr Henshaw and Mr Lewis had met with one resident whose fence has been erected on our land, they have agreed to have this moved back. Mrs Hyde reported that the drainage has been re-topped but has shrunk again, it had been carried out earlier than the contractors had recommended so it could be ready for the cricketers but it has shrunk down again and will need re-doing.

Play Equipment-The RoSPA report has been received and this will be fully discussed at our next meeting once their findings and recommendations have been reviewed.

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

OCA-Nothing to report. It was agreed we write a letter of congratulation for the successful fun day and thanks for the work put in to raise funds for the refurbishment of the all weather surface. The AGM will be on 29th June.

Police Liaison-Our PCSO is now on sick leave.

Public Forum information:

We have not received the information from CPALC as yet, and this will be held over until next meeting.

Request for consideration regarding possible provision of pedestrian crossing in High Street:

We have received a request from a resident to consider supporting the provision of a pedestrian crossing in High Street. The resident, Jane Lovett was present at the meeting and Mrs Wayman invited her to address the meeting on the matter. It does appear however that more information and consultation is needed before we can give serious consideration to this.

Parish Plan:

We have received another letter from Campbell Associates and it was agreed we write back to them.

Other Correspondence:

Letter of resignation from Mrs Davis. We will write and thank Mrs Davis for her years of service and the vacancy will be advertised in the usual way.

Letter of complaint regarding rubbish sited on Council land at Unwins Lane. We will contact the District Council with a view to ascertaining where the wheelie bins belong.
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
