Planning:

Concern was expressed that the Parish had not been given the opportunity to comment on these amendments as they have a material visual impact on the area, it was also noted that the pillars fronting Long Furlong have been removed, it was agreed the existing opening be measured and future developments monitored.

Mrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 3 for, 6 against, 1 abstention. Mr Lewis proposed approval, seconded by Mr Sutton, 6 for, 3 against, 1 abstention.

S/0253/09/F-extension at 35 Station Road for Ms Sara Thompson. Mrs Wayman declared an interest, signed the book and left the meeting. Mr Dollard proposed approval, seconded by Mr Lewis, 7 for, 1 against, 1 abstention. Mrs Wayman then re-joined the meeting. 

S/18936/08/F-amendment to application re replacement of flat roof to pitch at Dockerill Farm for Mr Dempsey

S106 in relation to Northstowe and copies of latest correspondence from the promoter of Northstowe. We will request a meeting to discuss this.

Certificate of lawful development re 28 Giffords Way.

Sandpit Pond:

We have received a letter from Mr & Mrs Bavester regarding the levels of the pond. We will check our drains and inform the Bavesters accordingly.

Play Equipment:

The Jeep has a broken spring, Mr Henshaw has received a quote for a new one but Mr Kimber will look into getting one made up to the correct specification, this will be dealt with between meetings. Mrs Hyde has received a quote for the repairs to the wet pour safety surfacing at the Rec, this is for £1,590 plus VAT, she recommended accepting this, seconded by Mr Dollard, unan. Mr Bridgman had been looking into solutions for the wear under the swings, he has looked at replacing the mattas surfacing but this would be too costly, it was agreed we keep looking into this.

The Pavilion, benches and Green hedge:

Mr Bridgman has reported some vandal damage to the Pavilion, this has been fixed. We will ask him to look at filling the ruts in Unwins Lane now. He will be refurbishing the goals once the drainage work commences but needs some help to move these to his yard. We need to write to all Green users to ensure their insurance covers their activities adequately especially now the boundary hedge on the Green has been lowered.

We will ensure the bench on the corner of the Green is replaced as soon as possible and the others around the village are rubbed down and re-furbished.

Speedwatch Project:

Edward Lachlan has asked if we can consider supporting this project, it was felt that we would need more information before any firm consideration can be given to this, we will inform him accordingly.

Reports from Parish Councillors on other bodies:

Hanson-The settlement pond will be a public access area, a Conservation management plan has been drawn up and submitted to the District Council and they will shortly be drawing up a Visitor access plan. The final draft of the minerals and waste framework will be up for consultation in 2010.

OCA-Litter pickers appear to have stopped collecting at the Rec. The all weather surface rates are to be reduced for the summer months. A 10th anniversary fun day will be held on 13th June with the official opening of the all weather surface. The litter pickers have requested more litter picking sticks, it was agreed another six be ordered under common sense expenditure.

Parish Plan including acquisition of additional recreation land:

We await the meeting with the Council staff. Cllr Manning is to organise this as a matter of urgency.

Other Correspondence:

Information from Over Surgery re the pharmacy application appeal.

Over Carnival ask to use the Green from 17th to 19th July, they have also forwarded copies of letters from a resident regarding security and privacy following the reduction in the height of the Green hedge. Mrs Wayman proposed we grant this, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 9 for, Mrs Bidwell, as a serving member of the carnival committee abstained.
