	GREEN INCLUDING DRAINAGE, ENCROACHMENT, CHARITY AND REPORT FROM GROUNDSMAN

Drainage-The drainage work on the Green has been completed and they will re-visit early 2012 and top up again free of charge if necessary. Jim Hill from the Football Association is inspecting tomorrow and his report will be circulated. 

Encroachment-Mrs Hyde reported the map we shaded at the last meeting, relating the registration of the Green, at the request of the solicitor had been duly returned to him but he had queried our shading of the area abutting Long Furlong as the County Council have claimed this land, Mr Twiss referred back to the original Charity Transfer document which clearly states that the Green is “bounded by Long Furlong”, this will be conveyed to the solicitor.

	COMMUNICATIONS AND WEBSITE-FURTHER UPDATE ON PROGRESS

Additional cost of broadband-The additional cost of the Clerk’s broadband to enable unlimited downloads is £9 per month.  Mrs Hyde proposed the Parish Council reimburse this amount per month on a quarterly basis to the Clerk, commencing from 1st October 2011, seconded by Mr Sutton, unan.

Phone-various options had been looked into and the best option appears to be a Virgin VM820, on a pay as you go option, which costs £29.97 or £19.97, with qwerty keyboard, when you purchase a £10 top up voucher. Mr Twiss had also circulated some information. Mrs Wayman proposed the Clerk purchase a Virgin VM820 from Tesco, initially on a pay as you go tariff, this can be reviewed if necessary, seconded by Mr Corney, unan. 

Data storage devices, options include data sticks or external hard drives. It was felt that the best option would be an external hard drive with USB connection. Mr Corney proposed the Clerk research and purchase a suitable drive up to an amount of £50, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

	FUTURE PROVISION OF FISHING 

A letter had been received from the Fishing club and this had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting. Mr Robinson suggested that the fishing club set out a proposed plan of action in relation to Overcote and submit this at the next meeting. They had also offered to look at what needs doing at Sandpit Pond, however, on consultation with the Environment Agency, they had been advised that, due to the lack of water in the Pond, the pond should not be disturbed at present.

	TREES

Glover Street-The County Council had provided a list of possible trees to replace those lost in Glover Street, the options were reviewed and Mrs Hyde proposed we recommend to the County Council that the three trees lost be replaced with Aspen-Populus Tremula Erecta, seconded by Mr Corney, unan.

Green-Mrs Wayman had looked through the Barchams Tree catalogue and highlighted five possible types of tree suitable for replacing those lost on the Green, including the sweet chestnut recently planted which will not survive for much longer. The trees include: common beech, walnut, poplar, sessile oak and elm(princetown cultivar-bred to resist dutch elm disease). It was agreed we purchase whips rather than large-pot grown trees as, statistically, they have a better chance of establishing, we will need to look at good protection though, these would cost in the region of £60 each. Mrs Bridgman proposed we opt for the beech, walnut, oak and elm, seconded by Mr Monks, unan. Mrs Hyde and Mrs Wayman will visit Mrs Dollard to ask which one of these trees she would like dedicated to Martin.
