TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 1ST OCTOBER 2008

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the September meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. 

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Johnstone reported that she is still attempting to get the various overgrown hedges cut back, the Longstanton bypass is well ahead of schedule and the guided busway is on budget and on schedule. Unfortunately she will not be able to attend the meeting at the District Council when the issue of HGVs is to be addressed, although a Parishioner-Mr Paul Reardon will be attending to address this issue.

Planning:

C/11/17/076/13-Tree works at 24b King Street. No Comment.

S/1331/08/F-Amendment for information only re extension to 24 Glover Street for Mrs D Welch. 

The District Council have granted planning permission for the works to The Old Black Horse-20-22 High Street and change of use to general industrial at Highgate Farm, Willingham Road.

Street naming off Fen End-the developers have proposed “The Old Wood Yard” instead of our suggestion of “Wood Yard”. Mrs Wayman proposed we accept this revision, seconded Mrs Bidwell, unan.

The Pavilion, play equipment and Green:

Green Drainage-The District Council have agreed to award £10,773, this is subject to various standard conditions. We will write and formally accept this. Green phone box-We have received information regarding the “adopt a kiosk” scheme, it was agreed we should consider this at a future date once we know for sure if BT intend to remove all or some of the village phone boxes.

The Post Office:

The network manager is apparently keen to provide a service in conjunction with the current premises but it will be up to the owners of the premises and the Post Office to negotiate any terms for this. We await progress.

The Pound:

Following a site visit by some Councillors, it was felt that the willows bounding the road should be coppiced to a height of around 3 foot 6 and some trimming and cutting back should be done as necessary over the winter period, Mr Henshaw will try to do the latter. We will ask Atlas Tree Surgery for a quote for the coppicing.

RSPB Lake and Minerals Plan:

Lake-Some Councillors had been able to visit the lake. Following various discussions it was agreed that any facility should be amenity land open to all villagers and without any provision for parking. Minerals plan-The area previously included in the plan as “safeguarded” ie for extraction sometime in the future is now included as “preferred” ie extraction imminently. This includes the area of ancient tracks including Middleway, Hitherway and Furtherford, it was agreed we should draft a response with our objections but also mitigation options. Mrs Davis, Mrs Bidwell, Mr Sutton, Mr Dixon, Mrs Hardinge and Mrs Wayman to conduct a site visit and discuss our response.

Co-option of Councillor:

The District Council inform us that they have not received any request for an election and this vacancy can now be filled by co-option.

Dog fouling on Footpath 1:

There is a lot of fouling on this path and it was agreed we put up some of our new dog fouling stickers in this area, an article will be drafted for inclusion in the Over News.

War Memorial cleaning quote:

The quote for this is £831 plus VAT and includes cleaning and re-lettering. Mrs Wayman proposed that although this appears costly, if they can get this completed in time for the Remembrance Service we should accept this, if not we will try to obtain more quotes. Seconded by Mrs Hyde. 7 for, 1 against and 1 abstention.

Reports from Parish Councillors on other bodies:

OCA-Mrs Hyde reported that the all weather surface is now up and running, the official opening will take place in Spring. The fireworks display is scheduled for 1st November. They are experiencing problems with a motorcylist who appears to be using the Recreation Ground as a shortcut to get out onto the Doles each evening, cutting through by the shed in the top corner. It was agreed that Mr Henshaw, Mr Sutton and Mrs Hyde look at this unofficial access and see what can be done.

Over Day Centre-Mrs Davis tendered her resignation as PC rep on the Day Centre Committee, we will inform the committee. Councillors to decide if they would like to take this on.

Over Town Lands-The work to the house has now been completed and it is now to be let. They hope to have more cash to be able to give out this year and need to attract more applicants.
