OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 1ST SEPTEMBER 2009

Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office by new Councillor:

Duly signed by Mrs Bridgman. We have also received a letter from Brian Burling requesting more information about the vote and selection process. We will inform Mr Burling that all the applicant’s letters were read to Councillors, and the number of votes cast for each applicant but it was noted that, by definition, the votes were individual choices.

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the July meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. Mrs Wayman noted that, following the start of work on the drainage which resulted in a “stop order”, subsequently resolved, no further work has taken place on the development to the rear of the High Street. Mrs Hardinge had passed on the complaints of nuisance on and around the Green area to our PCO. 

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Johnstone reported that she had referred the problem of parking too near to the junction of Overcote Road/High Street to the Police. She also informed Councillors of the make-up of the political seats following the recent elections. She now chairs the Children and Young People’s Scrutiny Committee and Scrutiny Management Group along with the Joint Accountability Group relating to the Local Area Agreement Targets. The Transport Commission have reported to the County Council and the later will decide in October whether to accept these recommendations. Mr Dixon asked if a date for the opening of the guided busway has yet been confirmed, Cllr Johnstone was unable to confirm this at present although it is anticipated that Nuttals will hand over at the end of September but Stagecoach will need around three weeks for trialling and training of drivers prior to operations starting. Mrs Wayman had invited Matt Pickering to attend our July meeting although he had not been able to be present, Cllr Johnstone will invite him to our October meeting. Mrs Wayman thanked Cllr Johnstone for her attendance.

Pavilion and Green including hedge and boundaries:

Boundary-As Mr & Mrs Cook were in attendance at the meeting this item was brought forward. We have received a letter from Mr & Mrs Cook and this was read to the Councillors. Some discussion then took place on the matter of the Green boundaries and Mr & Mrs Cook were invited to contribute. The result of the discussions were that we need to engage a professional to identify the boundary lines and once these have been confirmed Mr & Mrs Cook will be happy to abide by this and if necessary move their fence. Mr & Mrs Cook then left the meeting. The letter from Leeds Day was read and Mrs Wayman expressed her disappointment that this matter was taking so long. Following further discussions Mr Kimber proposed that rather than asking our Solicitor to engage a surveyor, we undertake to instruct a suitably qualified surveyor ourselves in order to establish all boundary lines around the Green, seconded by Mr Dixon who recommended we engage a Cambridge based surveyor. Unan. We will inform our Solicitor accordingly, we will also ask him to follow up Mrs Churchill’s encroachment taking a firm line and requesting that she removes the encroaching constructions and to express our concerns to the Solicitor that this matter appears to be too protracted. 

Drainage-Mrs Hyde has copies of the drainage maps and these will be put in the safe.

Yesteryear Road Run-Mrs Hyde reported on the discussions from the meeting which had been held with the organisers along with representatives from the Community Centre and Parish Council and Mr Bridgman. Mrs Wayman proposed we support their proposed closure of Long Furlong and write to inform them that they will be able to take vehicles, except commercial vehicles, onto the Green, weather permitting and the route of access to be confirmed. Seconded by Mr Henshaw, unan.

There have been reports of young people causing damage to some of the trees on the Green, which could result in additional Parish Council expense, this has been reported to the Police. There have also been some incidents of conkers being thrown at Mr Bridgman and also some of the dwellings around the Green.  

Planning:

S/0574/09/F-amendments to application for extensions and two garages at 2 Willingham Road for Mr S Dunn. This application had been received between meetings and did not address any of our previous concerns, the District Council has been informed accordingly.

S/1050/09/F-Extensions and alterations at 15 High Street for Camstead Homes. Mrs Wayman signed the declaration of interest book. Mr Dixon proposed “approval” seconded by Mr Sutton, 7 for, 2 abstentions, including Mrs Wayman.

H/0901/99/CM & S/1020/99/CM-details of visitor management and car park with new vehicular access at Needingworth Quary for Hanson UK.

C/11/40/076-Tree works at 80 High Street. Mrs Wayman proposed we recommend the sycamores be replaced by native species, seconded by Mrs Hardinge, 5 for, 4 abstentions.

The District Council notify us of planning permissions granted in respect of extensions and alterations at 52 The Lanes, part change of use at 25 High Street, extensions at 49 High Street, porch at 27 Station Road and extension at 56 The Lanes. They have refused permission for a first floor extension at 4 Meadow Lane.

We have also had reports of the tenants in the new dwelling verbally abusing a young person who he believed had picked one of the pears from this area. It appears he mistakenly believes this land is in his ownership.
