TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF 22ND OCTOBER 2008 

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the October meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. The War Memorial has now been cleaned and we have received a letter of thanks from the Royal British Legion. The minerals plan information evening was well attended and our representations have been submitted. Stile at Recreation ground-It was felt that if necessary OCA could have the spare stile, and we have received notification that the County Council will be replacing stiles on footpath 17 and 26 with kissing gates, they have also asked for details of landowners which we will supply. The recent meeting held regarding the programme for cutting the cycleway to Swavesey resulted in the County Council agreeing to cut this as necessary in summer, they have a dispensation to cut at this time of year if it is a matter of safety, in addition to this the landowners will be asked to cut in autumn.   

Reports from County and District Councillors: None present.
Planning:

S/1568/08/F-Siting of container for storage of agricultural equipment at 6 Meadow Lane for Mr & Mrs Chapman. Mrs Hardinge proposed we recommend refusal on the grounds we originally submitted as this revision has not addressed these original concerns namely that the container is outside the building line and has a negative impact on neighbouring properties. Seconded by Mrs Hyde, 8 for, 1 abstention.

C/11/40/076-TPO work to tree at 4 Church End for Mr Custerson. No comment.

The District Council have granted planning permission for the erection of a dwelling adj to 5 Long Furlong, an extension to 24 Glover Street and tree preservation works at 24b King Street. We have also received notification of appeal by M Page regarding the club at 16a Norman Way. Notification of consent for removal of 3 eucalyptus trees at 6 Church End. Copy of letters from residents of 10 and 12 Meadow Lane expressing objections to siting of container in paddock of 6 Meadow Lane.

The Pavilion, play equipment and Green hedge:

Green & Play equipment-The Football Association have confirmed that our application for grant funding was successful and we await the formal offer. Mr Dollard proposed a vote of thanks to Mrs Hyde for all her hard work in formulating our submission. The new chairs and tables for the Pavilion will be delivered after half term. Dave Bridgman has re-seeded various areas of the Green and has informed us that some of the Mattas surfacing under items of the play equipment has dipped, we will contact the installer and seek advice on how this can be remedied

The Pound-Quote for works to the willows:

We have received a quote for £140 to have these willows pollarded. Mrs Hyde proposed we accept this quote, seconded by Mr Lewis, as Mr Dollard had not been present at the previous meeting where this was discussed, Mrs Wayman briefly informed him of the proposal and a vote was then taken which was unanimous. 

Report from meeting where HGV petition was presented and discussed:

The report was read out to the meeting by Mrs Wayman. It basically stated that a traffic survey would need to be carried out before anything further could be looked into but there is no funding available for this at present.

Co-option of Councillor: No applications as yet.

Reports from Parish Councillors on other bodies:

Over Day Centre-Mrs Bidwell offered to serve on this committee.

Sports Liaison Group-The floodlight feasibility group would now like to make their presentation and it was agreed as many Councillors as possible will meet with them at the Community Centre on 4th November at 7.30pm.
