TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 23RD MARCH 2010

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the February meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. Matters arising-SCDC do not see the need for any additional dog bins. We will ask if we can have some bins re-located, primarily the ones in The Lanes, so that there are bins either end of the Cramp as this appears to be a particular problem area with fouling. 

Public Participation:

Response from CPALC re letter from Jane Lovett we will respond accordingly attaching a copy of the e-mail for her information.

There were no members of the public present at the meeting.  

Reports from County, District Councillors and PCSO:

No District or County Councillor present. Our PCSO was unable to attend but Sgt Matt Hart was in attendance and informed Councillors that the Police are promoting the Neighbourhood Watch scheme as these provide a good information flow between villages and the Police. He will ensure we have some posters to promote the scheme. He is also looking at how best to progress the Police surgeries, some suggestions for suitable venues were made. He asked if we had any concerns regarding the policing of the guided busway, our concerns regarding the safety of cyclists using the cycle path to and from Swavesey and the implications of the crossing of the busway were drawn to his attention. The issue of passengers for the bus being dropped off and the problem of turning vehicles, now that the kiss and ride facility is in doubt, were raised.  The Chairman thanked Sgt Hart who left the meeting at 8.05pm.

Planning:

S/1665/09/F-Change of use of land to residential for the siting of a garage/workshop at 16 Meadow Lane for Mr S Hall. Mrs Wayman proposed refusal on the grounds that the garage, by virtue of its scale and size, would be oversized, considering the size of the existing garage already provided, for this type of property. The area under the proposal for change of use was previously an area of open space at the time of building the Barn's Close development, the shrubs and planting on this land having been removed prior to this application. The visibility on entering and, in particular, leaving Barns Close would be severely restricted if this garage/workshop and associated fencing and gates were to be erected. This building would also create a cramped feel to the Barns Close development and consequently have a detrimental effect on the streetscene of the area. Seconded by Mrs Bridgman, 8 for, 1 abstention.


S/0237/10/F-Garage at 12 High Piece Crescent for Mr & Mrs Nice. Mrs Bidwell signed the declaration of interest book and took no further part in the discussions. Mrs Hyde proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mr Dollard, 7 for 2 abstentions including Mrs Bidwell.

S/1932/09/F-Amendment to dwelling adj to 18A Unwins Lane for T Mendham, this shows siting of dwelling 1m further forward.

S/0181/10/LB-Removal of part of wall between kitchen and dining room at 1 West Street for Mr A Gray. Mr Dollard proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

S/0056/10/F-Extension at 15 Meadow Lane for Mr P Adams-amendment for information only 

S/0114/10/F-Change of use at 16a Norman Way-amendment for information only-this shows planning statement addendum and floor plan of building.

Letter from resident re sex club

Notification of submission of appeals regarding application at 39 The Lanes and also application at 4 Meadow Lane.

Notification that application for erection of two dwellings to rear of 27 & 29 West street has been withdrawn.

Development for agricultural buildings and operations-Highgate Farm.

Notification of approval of planning application for an extension to the Doctors’ Surgery, Drings Close also approval of building of agricultural dwelling on land to north of Chain Farm and dwelling on land to south west of 18a Unwins Lane.

Supplementary planning documents adoption statement.

Land at Station Road, it appears that this land which has now been cleared of scrub, which had been included in the Local Development Framework as a protected village amenity area has now had this status taken away.

District Council planning meeting-Cllrs Wayman, Hardinge and Dollard attended the March meeting and Mrs Wayman, after confirming support from most Councillors, had addressed the meeting expressing our concerns regarding the Corney application. District Councillor Manning had spoken in support of the application but a proposal to have a site meeting was tabled and carried. Mrs Wayman agreed to attend the next meeting and asked for support from Councillors to do this, the majority were in agreement although Mr Lewis disagreed stating he was in support of the application.

Over Day Centre Grant:

Mr Dollard proposed a grant of £1,200 be given this year, seconded by Mrs Bridgman, unan. A cheque was duly raised and signed.

Request for funding assistance from the Manderson Trust for the disabled:

Mrs Wayman proposed we decline donating on this occasion as we have used up all of our budget for charitable donations this year, seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan. It was suggested we recommend they approach the Over Town Lands Charity for possible funding.

Risk Assessments including quote for works to trees at Overcote:

Reports from Councillors who have completed these. Mrs Hyde had noted some minor issues on the Green and will pass these onto Mr Bridgman and Mr Adams for action, we will also obtain a quote for the repair of the surfacing under the swings.

Quote for works to willows at Overcote now received-reduce crown of willow on right hand side of bank £240 plus VAT, reduce crown of willow on right hand side near field entrance-£160 plus VAT. Mrs Hyde proposed we accept this, seconded by Mr Sutton, unan. Mr Sutton will ask Atlas to carry out this work as soon as possible. We have received complaints from residents concerning the state of Overcote Road, at the river end, we will pass this onto Cllr Johnstone. 

Trees and ditches:

We have received a letter from resident regarding the felling of the tree in front of 46 The Lanes, the County Council have left a stump and hole which are both hazards for pedestrians, we will refer this to Cllr Johnstone and ask if the Council can come and make the area safe. The ditch which runs out of Sandpit pond appears to be in need of clearing, this is in the area which is not Parish controlled, we will refer to the Environmental Health department at the District Council, Mr Sutton to provide a drawing of the area in question.

Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Minerals and Waste Plan-response:

Mr Dollard declared an interest and took no further part in discussions. A response has been complied by the three Councillors who attended the open evening and this was discussed. Mrs Wayman proposed this be sent off, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 8 for, Mr Dollard abstaining.

Green and Pavilion including signage, bollards and licence:

We have received a response from SCDC re our concerns over the Green licence. This letter was read to Councillors and it transpires that we were correct in our interpretation of the terms, although we do need to draft a hirer agreement for when the Green is used for the sale of alcohol. We will copy this letter and forward to the Police licensing officer. Bollards and signage-Mrs Hyde proposed we write a covering letter to accompany the new users agreement stressing why vehicles are not permitted onto the Green. We will hold over installing bollards. Mr Dollard offered to deal with obtaining new signs, we will look at wording and locations at our meeting in April when we inspect the Green.  

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Mrs Harding reported she had attended a conference regarding the legal issues surrounding trees.

Mr Sutton had attended the recent Hanson liaison meeting and reported that the topsoil on the next phase of the extraction will be taken off in early June, restoration will be starting in cell 5 and a footpath will be laid in cells 1 & 2, the issue of a possible bypass for Willingham, in the light of the proposed quarry extension had also been raised at this meeting. The Clerk had been contacted by the RSPB who have informed her that a planning application has been submitted for the erection of a poly tunnel for the cultivation of reed seedlings. 

Other Correspondence:

Busway bricks-Mr Dollard has tried on several occasions to get the Primary School involved in this matter but has received no response. It was agreed we submit the following five words: Fen, Wildfowl, Eels, Osiers and Woad.
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
