OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING HELD ON 25TH MAY 2010

Election of Chair and Vice Chair plus assignment of Councillors to serve in other officer roles:

Mrs Wayman opened the meeting and called for nominations for Chair. Mrs Hyde nominated Mrs Wayman, seconded by Mrs Bridgman, Mrs Wayman expressed reservations but indicated she was prepared to stand in the absence of any other nominations. 6 for, 2 abstentions. Mr Dixon abstained expressing concern that, due to the nature of the procedure, it would be very difficult for anyone else to be nominated for this role. Mrs Wayman called for nominations for Vice Chair, Mr Sutton proposed Mrs Bridgman, seconded by Mr Lewis. Mrs Bridgman indicated she would not be willing to take on this role. Mrs Bidwell proposed Mrs Hyde, seconded by Mrs Bridgman, Mrs Hyde indicated her willingness to stand. 6 for, 2 abstentions. Appointment of Councillors to serve on other bodies/liaison roles. All Councillors who were present agreed to continue to serve in their current roles.

Signing of declarations of acceptance of office and update of Register of Interests:

Duly signed and updated by those present.

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the April meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. There were no matters arising.

Review of Minutes of Annual Parish Meeting:

These had been circulated to Councillors and will be re-produced in the Over News prior to the next Parish Meeting and taken as read at the 2011 Parish Meeting.

Parish Councillor vacancy and estimate of election costs:

Having consulted with the District Council they estimate that the cost of an election would be in the region of £1,600, we also have the option of sending out poll cards to all residents to ensure all Parishioners have the opportunity to make their views known, the extra cost of poll cards would be in the region of £750.

Having taken advice from CPALC regarding the cost of sending out Poll cards, they confirm that this decision can be made under delegated powers as long as it is ratified at this meeting. Mr Sutton proposed we ratify this decision, seconded by Mr Lewis. 7 for, 1 abstention.

Public Participation: No members of the public were in attendance.

Reports from County and District Councillors and Police CSO:

Cllr Johnstone reported that the County Council have adopted a new policy with regard to petitions which requires 2 ½% of the population of the County ie 15,000 to sign a petition before it can be debated by Council. She also confirmed that the High Street development will not be adopted, Mr Sutton proposed we write to the developer asking them to consider our recommendation for the naming of the road ie Wadsworth’s Close. Seconded by Mr Lewis, 4 for, 2 against, 2 abstentions. Concern was raised at this point that several Parish Councillors had contacted various District Council Officers on numerous occasions but had not received any response. We will write to the CEO regarding this and asking if these issues can be addressed. Mrs Wayman to provide the Clerk with the details of the issues. Cllr Johnstone had attended a Northstowe Parish Forum meeting which had addressed the matter of flooding and the upgrading of Uttins drain. The matter of eco-housing for Northstowe is also being researched and the possibility of upgrading the houses in Rampton Drift to bring them up to eco-housing standard is being considered.  Cllr Jophnstone had noted that no representative from Over had been present, it appears we do not receive notification of these meetings and she will make sure we do in future. Mrs Wayman thanked Cllr Johnstone who then left the meeting.

Planning:

S/0585/10/F-Dwelling and garage on land south east of 30 Fen End for Mr C Day. Mrs Wayman signed the declaration of interest book and left the meeting. Mr Sutton proposed approval, seconded by Mr Lewis. 6 for, 1 against. Mrs Wayman was then invited to re-join the meeting.

S/0390/10/F-Pumping station and associated pipework at Webbs Hole for the Environment Agency. Mr Sutton proposed “no recommendation”, seconded by Mr Dixon. 7 for, 1 abstention.

S/0705/F/10-Change of use at 16 Norman Way to home delivery hot food preparation for Mr Aminur Rashid. Mr Dixon proposed we recommend refusal on the grounds that this would be an inappropriate use of an industrial area, it would result in an increase in traffic flow, compromise the security of the site, cause environmental disturbance to neighbouring properties and would create a general disturbance to the surrounding properties in light of the anti-social operating hours. Seconded by Mrs Hyde, 6 for, 2 abstentions.

S/0644/10/F-Installation of 7 dormer windows at 22 Overcote Road for Mr D Evans. Mr Dixon proposed we recommend refusal on the grounds that this would result in an adverse impact on the street-scene and would compromise the amenity of the neighbouring property. Seconded by Mrs Hyde. 6 for, 2 against.  

S/0361/10/F-amendment for information only regarding dwelling on land east of 9 New Road. Also notification that this application has now been withdrawn.

Notification of District Council decision to grant permission for alterations to 1 West Street. They have refused permission for the erection of gates and wall at 54 High Street.

Pavilion including concerns raised on inspection at April Meeting:

Following some discussion it was agreed we monitor the cracks in the Pavilion, Mr Lewis will undertake this. We will ask Mr Adams for a quote to repair/replace the rotten window frames and eaves. We need to talk to the new owners of the bungalow on the corner of the Green to ensure they are aware of our boundary line and the need for us to have an access to the ditch through the Green hedge. We will look at how to progress the encroachment issue at our meeting next month. The tree support around the sweet chestnut tree needs tightening, Mr Sutton will do this. We need to check if Mr Kimber has fixed the sign which needed re-screwing. Mr Dollard was to research the sizing of the basketball area, we will hold over until next month. We will check whether the new Green users agreements have been signed and sent back to Mr Bridgman.   

Green and Play equipment-including quote for safety surfacing renewal and bollards:

We have received a quote for the surfacing under the two items, they have offered a discount if these are both done together, it was felt we should wait until we receive the RoSPA report before we commit to this. The signs for the dedication of the drainage scheme have been ordered and the Football Federation would like an opening ceremony. Mrs Hyde to arrange. The carnival committee are looking at bringing water walkers in for the carnival and ask if we have any concerns, it was agreed we need much more information. We will inform them accordingly and look at this at our next meeting. Mr Bridgman needs to buy some new football goal nets costing £29.50. Mrs Hyde proposed we authorise him to go ahead and purchase a pair of nets, seconded by Mrs Wayman. Unan. Mrs Hyde reported that the cricket club are having financial issues, it was generally felt that the internal running of a club was not our concern and amounts due in respect of the use of the Green and Pavilion need to be received by all users of the Green.  

Pharmacy application:

Mrs Bidwell had drafted a submission which had been emailed to Councillors. Mrs Hyde proposed this be sent, seconded by Mr Dixon. Unan.

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Police-Recently held a panel meeting which Mrs Hardinge attended, they are looking to improve their relationship with the public. Mrs Hardinge will ask our CSO to request that the District Council remove the dog litter bin in The Lanes as they have refused to take an action at our request.

Over Town Lands-New tenants have moved into 73 High Street and the Charity have been looking at applications for grants.

Over Day Centre-are still fundraising and various activities are being held to celebrate their 21st birthday.  

Parish Plan:

We have received a copy of an email sent by Mr Wilson to the District Council expressing concern over the delay in determining the application relating to the floodlighting scheme.

Other Correspondence:

Letter from resident regarding the state of the Doles Green Lane. 

E-mail from resident re Asplin’s Close area which needs cutting. We will ask Mr Bridgman to address this.
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
