OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES

OF THE MEETING OF 27TH APRIL 2010

Inspection of the Green and Pavilion:

Mr Bridgman is concerned that roots from one of the trees is compromising the foundations of the Pavilion, evidence of subsidence was seen and it was agreed we discuss this further with a view to employing a Structural Engineer. Evidence of rot in some of the windows and the eaves at the front of the Pavilion were evident. The hedge on the Cox’s End side of the Green needs some filling-in. The tree protection on the sweet chestnut tree needs some attention. The possible enlargement of the basketball area was discussed. The last Horse Chestnut tree on the Willingham Road side of the Green has a “Dogs on Leads” sign which is upside down, Mr Kimber to secure this. The matter of posts to prevent vehicles driving onto the Green was briefly discussed. These matters will be discussed at the May meeting in more detail.

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the March meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed. The District Council will not consider moving the dog bins as we requested, we will pass their letter onto our PCSO as this is where the request originated. The Over Day Centre thank us for the Grant.

Public Participation:

There were two members of the public in attendance who were invited to comment on any of the items on the agenda for the meeting, they confirmed however that they were attending merely to observe. 

Reports from County and District Councillors and PCSO:

Cllr Johnstone reported that she had a resident contact her about what was happening in the orchard on the corner of Mill Road/Willingham Road. Country Estates are clearing the orchard in order to let it, work is to stop for the time being. 

She has also received complaints about the amount of mud on the road from the Camstead development. When she contacted the District Council about getting this resolved she was told that, as the application had been determined at appeal rather than being granted by them, some of the usual conditions including the requirement to keep the roads around the site clear of mud had not been included in the appeal conditions so they were unable to enforce this and referred her to the Police. She is continuing to monitor this issue. Mr Dollard stated that he had been informed that the facilities including the street-lighting, drains, roads and open space on the development are not being adopted by any of the authorities, but will be administered by a management committee and financed by way of a management charge levied on householders. Concern was expressed about this especially in respect of the drainage issues and possible impact of High Street residents of this not being maintained. Cllr Johnstone will investigate the street-lighting and road implications of this.  

Guided busway-Nuttals are making slow progress on rectifying the defects, there is no projected start date at present.

Resignation of Parish Councillor:

We have received a letter from Mr Henshaw stating that, due to work commitments he is unable to continue to serve as a Parish Councillor. Mrs Wayman proposed a letter of appreciation be sent to Mr Henshaw also wishing him luck in his new job, seconded by Mrs Hyde. Unan. We will inform the District Council and advertise the vacancy in the usual manner.

Planning:

S/0361/10/F-Dwelling on land to east of 9 New Road for Mr & Mrs P Doggett. Mrs Wayman proposed refusal on the grounds that the dwelling would be out of character with the streetscene by virtue of its cramped appearance on site, seconded by Mrs Bidwell. 4 for, 4 against, 2 abstentions. The Chair used her casting vote and the proposal was carried. 

S/0438/10/F-Continued use of land as immigration centre at Longstanton for the UK Border Agency. Mr Dollard proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Wayman. 9 for, 1 abstention.

S/0408/10/F-Retrospective application for erection of walls and gates at 54 High Street for Mr & Mrs Robinson. Mrs Hyde signed the declaration of interest book and left the meeting. Mr Lewis proposed approval, seconded by Mr Sutton, 6 for, 2 against, 1 abstention. Mrs Hyde was invited to re-join the meeting.

S/0410/10/F-Polytunnel at Hanson Quarry for the RSPB. Mr Dollard proposed refusal on the grounds that this would be out of keeping with the surrounding rural landscape. Seconded by Mr Sutton. Unan.

S/0454/10/F-Two dwellings at land to rear of 27 & 29 West Street for T Mendham Building Ltd. Mrs Wayman proposed refusal on the grounds that the proposed access road is too narrow, the close-boarded fencing creates a claustrophobic “tunnel” effect, the distance between the dwellings is too small and there is still an issue with the adverse impact on neighbours’ amenity due to the parking arrangements and the proximity of the dwellings to the rear boundary. Seconded by Mrs Hyde. 7 for, 3 abstentions.

S/0550/10/F-Extension to 6 Unwins Lane for M Bate. Mrs Wayman proposed approval, seconded by Mr Sutton, 8 for, 2 abstentions.

S/0563/10/F-Extension to 24 Queens Close for Mr & Mrs Prior. Mrs Wayman proposed no recommendation, seconded by Mrs Bidwell, 5 for, 5 abstentions.

Applications for inclusion in the NHS Pharmaceutical list from Over Healthcare Ltd and Repeat Prescription order line Ltd. It was agreed Mrs Bidwell draft a response and email it to all Councillors prior to the next meeting.

Notification that the District Council has granted permission for an extension at 15 Meadow Lane, they have refused permission for change of use to private members club at 16a Norman Way. They have granted permission for a garage at 12 High Piece Crescent and for the dwelling on land to south of 38 Mill Road. Notification that the application for change of use an siting of garage at 16 Meadow Lane has been withdrawn. Also notification that the appeal re 39 The Lanes has been dismissed.

County Council-We have received a letter to inform us they intend to switch to electronic planning applications as of 1st of June and ask if we are able to receive them in this manner. It was agreed we are not able to accept applications in this manner and we will inform them accordingly.

P3 Application:

The County Council have contacted us to discuss our grant application. They have raised several points and encourage us to use the Probation service for the hedge laying. They also state that maintenance of our hedges is our responsibility and not part of the P3 duty. They are offering to add our paths to their schedule for a twice- yearly cut. They have now formally offered us £300. Mrs Hyde proposed we accept this offer, seconded by Mr Kimber. Unan. 

Pavilion and Green:

We need to finalise the grant paperwork from the Football Federation regarding the Green drainage.  Mrs Hyde to do with the assistance of the Clerk, we also need to obtain an Independent Accountant’s Certificate. Mr Bridgman needs some assistance taking the goal posts down on the Green, Mr Kimber, Mr Sutton and Mr Lewis volunteered to assist. There has been some recent vandal damage to the Pavilion.  

Pear Tree land:

Now that this land is in our ownership we will undertake the heavy pruning which is necessary for the health of the pear trees. 

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Over Day Centre-Are concentrating on fundraising and will be celebrating their 21st Birthday in September this year.

Website-several emails have been received and these have been dealt with as appropriate. Mr Kimber reported that he had received a request to attend our next meeting from Alex Reese regarding the new children’s centre in Bar Hill. It was agreed it would be more appropriate if the information could be sent in letter form and also distributed to the Over News so the widest publicity possible can be given to the scheme.
