
OVER PARISH COUNCIL NOTICEBOARD

TAKEN FROM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 6TH OCTOBER 2009

Approval of the minutes of the previous meetings and matters arising for information only:

The minutes for the September meeting, having been circulated, were agreed a true record and signed.

Reports from County and District Councillors:

Cllr Johnstone had submitted a report prior to the meeting. The draft orders for the A14 were published this week. There are public exhibitions at Huntingdon Racecourse from 9 October - 2-8pm, 10 October - 10-8pm, 11 October 10-6pm and 11 October 10-8pm; then at the University Arms Hotel in Cambridge on 15-17 October from 10-8pm and 18 October 10-6pm;. Due to ongoing disputes with Bam-Nuttall, the Swavesey Kiss and Ride facility has been removed from the programme. This was agreed by cabinet on 29 September. Cllr Johnstone has expressed her serious disappointment at this and asked that a close eye be kept on parking around the guideway and if cars are parked on the cycleway that urgent action is taken to ensure that restrictions are put in place and enforced. On a more positive note Stagecoach have registered the new services to be run on the guideway with effect from 29 November. There are changes to some of the other routes and the Citi 5 is to be merged with service 15; essentially it will mean that every third Citi 5 will be a 15, but the downside is that the 15 will return to going round Bar Hill.
During the past month a new initiative has been launched entitled "Making Cambridgeshire Count"; in the light of severe (30%) budget cuts, the County along with all the other public bodies in Cambridgeshire are looking at the totality of funding they receive and how, in the future, it might be used to deliver services more efficiently. As an example, domestic violence is dealt with by the police, district and county councils. If the budget were to be pooled and delivered by only one of those bodies, might we be able to deliver more for less. 

Cllr Manning reported that the District Council is having to make big savings, they are looking at a 4.5% increase in council tax for next year, but this still results in the District levying the 12th lowest council tax in the country.   

Planning:

S/2167/04/F-amendment to application for extensions at 49a Fen End, for information only
S/1305/09/F-Extension at 38 Chapmans Way for Mr & Mrs Oldham. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mrs Hyde, 6for, 2 abstentions.

S/1117/09/F-Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of two dwellings at 2 Mustills Lane, amendment for information only.

C/6/9/1A/DJR-Guided busway design and external appearance of CGB Maintenance track.

Notification of appeal decision re 16A Norman Way. The appellant has been granted an additional three months to comply with the enforcement notice.

S/0541/09/F-Erection of floodlights at Over recreation Ground-amendment for information only.

TPO/C/11/40/076-Tree works at 13 High Street. Mrs Wayman proposed “no comment” seconded by Mrs Hyde, 7 for, 1 abstention.

Permissions granted by the District Council-erection of single garage and replacement of single dormer with 2 smaller dormer windows at 49A Fen End.

S106 agreement-The District Council confirm that a separate account is required for each S106 receipt, and that an account with our current bankers will be acceptable. They also confirm that these payments are classified as “off-site contributions: capital payments”. Mrs Hyde proposed this deed be signed by Chair and Vice, seconded by Mr Kimber. 7 for, Mrs Bridgman abstaining as she in possession of the background pertaining to this matter. Mrs Wayman proposed an additional bank account with Lloyds TSB be set up for this receipt. Seconded by Mrs Hyde, unan.

Clerk’s salary review:

Given the current economic climate the Clerk offered to take a pay freeze for this year. Councillors thanked the Clerk.


Pavilion and Green including hedge and boundaries, Christmas Lights, and requests for use of the Green:

Requests for use of the Green-The WI have asked if they can use the Green and Pavilion for their “Carols on the Green” event which they propose to hold on 21st December. Don Hutchinson has contacted us to request occasional use of the Green for the Primary School’s triathlon club who train on a Thursday morning from 8-9am. He has completed his risk assessments in relation to this activity.

Encroachment issues: We have received a letter from the solicitor updating us on the progress of the encroachment issues and land at Chapman’s Way. The Surveyor has visited to measure the boundary and we await his report. 

Christmas lights: We have received a rough estimate for the Christmas Lights, there were various options and costings and these were discussed, Mrs Wayman proposed we have two strings of bulb lights fitted on the trees either side of the Pavilion up to a maximum cost of £400, seconded by Mrs Hyde, 7 for, 1 abstention. 

Skate Park: We have had to instruct City Services to attend at the skate park, they will inform us of what needs doing once they have visited. Mrs Hyde proposed we authorise these repairs between meetings as a matter of urgency under common sense expenditure, seconded by Mr Henshaw, unan.

Trees on the Green: We have received a quote of £440 plus vat to fell the dead tree on the Green and grind out the stump. Mrs Hyde proposed this be accepted and the tree felled as a matter of public safety. The Tree Officer at the District Council is aware that this tree needs removing.

Damage and anti-social behaviour: Unfortunately a lot of damage to both the Pavilion and property around the Green area has been experienced following the visit by the Fair. We have received a letter from a resident near the School notifying us of damage to his property, Mr Kimber will respond to him.  The Police were called out by several residents and also by our Caretaker, however it appears they were somewhat ineffective. After further discussion Mrs Hyde proposed we write to the Police to express our dissatisfaction with their response and invite them to attend one of our meetings to give them an opportunity to work with us to try to eradicate this type of behaviour. Seconded by Mrs Bridgman, unan. 

Reports from Parish Council representatives on other bodies:

Hanson-Mr Henshaw reported that Hanson want to defer the development of the car park area on the Needingworth side of the site for 5 years and would like our comments on this, it was agreed this would be acceptable as long as they do not hold any large scale events on our side of the river. 

Minerals Plan-The consultation for stakeholders will be held in Feb-Mar 2010.

Over Town Lands-They are inviting people to apply for grants. There are still some unresolved issues regarding some tenancy agreements.

OCA-The firework display will take place on 7th November.

Sports Liaison-The floodlight programme is on hold pending a decision from the planners. Most of the sporting clubs are pleased with the new drainage scheme. One of the teams has asked whether, if they pay their pitch fees in full up front, they can be given a discount. After some discussion, Mrs Hyde proposed that a 5% discount be allowed for those clubs paying their whole season’s fees in advance and that interest be charged on late payments and also that any clubs who do not pay their season’s fees be excluded from using any of the facilities for the following season. Seconded by Mrs Bridgman, unan. 

Parish plan including additional recreation land:

Mr Henshaw had spoken with the Compulsory Purchase expert from Gt Yarmouth District Council. He advises that the next step is to make an offer for the land, this will be considered at our next meeting.

Other Correspondence:
Tree to front of 46 The Lanes-The resident is writing to ask if we have had any response from the County Council regarding this tree. Mrs Wayman will contact the resident.

Request for pedestrian crossing in High Street-Ms Lovett has written to inform us that the County Council have informed her that there is, in fact, no funding available for such a scheme even if the results of a traffic count were to show the site met the County Council policy.   
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
