	S/1677/11-Erection of dwelling and associated works following removal of existing outbuildings at 2 West Street for the executors of Mr & Mrs M Baker. It was noted that on the District Council website it appears that this application may have been withdrawn although as we have not received formal notification of this it was agreed we should submit our comments. Mrs Wayman proposed “refusal” on the following grounds: 1) the proposed layout would result in a cramped appearance on the site 2) The proposal would leave inadequate parking and garden area for the adjoining listed building, 3) Vernacular buildings adjacent to listed buildings should be retained as part of the character of that listed building and its curtailage and 4) the proposal would have a detrimental effect on the amenity of the adjacent listed buildings. Seconded by Mrs Hyde, 6 for, 2 against, 1 abstention.

	S/1824/11-Listed building application in relation to the above. Mrs Hyde proposed refusal on grounds 3)and 4) and also 1) these are agricultural buildings, of a significant age, associated with the listed building of which there are few remaining in the village and 2) the buildings cannot, in our opinion, be regarded as derelict and dilapidated. Seconded by Mrs Wayman, 6 for, 3 against.

	S/1828/11-Single storey rear extension at 31 The Lanes for Mr J Lee. Mr Sutton declared a personal interest. Mrs Wayman proposed “no recommendation” seconded by Mrs Hyde, 8 for, 1 abstention.

	S/1895/11-Single storey front and rear extension at 22 Cromwell Park for Mr & Mrs Collett. Mr Sutton proposed “approval” seconded by Mr Lewis, 5 for, 4 against.
