SPORTS AND RECREATION ISSUES

The Parish Council led Sports and Recreation Development Group is co-ordinating the delivery of a number of improvements to sports facilities in the village resulting from recommendations in the Over Parish Plan.  

The Football Foundation have approved the grant application for a project to improve drainage on the Green. Planning of the project is underway but  it may be delayed until the Spring due to the ground conditions at this time of year.

A meeting was held between the Floodlights Project team and  representatives of the OCA Trustees and the Parish Council to consider the emerging conclusions of the Feasibility Study concerning the proposal to have floodlights on the Recreation Ground. During this meeting OCA confirmed their support for the project providing it was cost neutral and the running and maintenance costs were met from hire fees. The Parish Council suggested one of the lighting columns be moved closer to the boundary hedge to make it less intrusive on the Recreation Ground. This was agreed. The next step is to have a public consultation with residents to look at the impact the floodlights would have if the project proceeded. This meeting is fixed for 8pm on Monday 8 December 2008 at the Over Community Centre. OCA will be writing to those occupiers of properties in Drings Close likely to be affected by light spillage to draw their attention to the meeting.
