	Floodlights project for Recreation Ground

The first meeting of the project group was held on 6 May 2008. Martin Dollard chaired the meeting.  A company from Luton, Highlights Floodlighting, provided two representatives at the meeting. Highlights was recommended by the Cambs FA, to assist with the technical input to the feasibility study, This meeting included a site visit at the recreation ground to look at the potential  issues first hand. Highlights would not get preferential treatment if we reach the procurement stage and a shortlist of providers, approved by the FA, would be invited to tender.

It was unanimously agreed by the floodlights project group that residents living close to the recreation ground should be consulted when there are specific proposals to discuss. It might be the case that the feasibility study may reach the conclusion that a floodlighting project is not a feasible proposition.

The agreed actions were:

1. Highlights to purchase the Ordnance Survey map to show the site and draw plans indication light spillage.

2. Highlights to provide outline costs

3. Highlights to estimate electricity supply needs so that options for delivery of supply can be taken up with suppliers

4. OCA trustees to consider paying for the OS maps for Highlights use but the OCA retaining ownership of the finished product.

5. A meeting to be held with Council Planners as part of the feasibility study

6. Meetings to be held with recent purchasers of floodlights to consider issues faced by them and how they were overcome. ie Needingworth and Littleport.
